Re: Repudiation of Inter-Local Agreement date December 28, 2004 

Dear Sir or Madam: 

This firm represents Southern Hills Plantation II Community Development District 
("SHP2") and is writing on its behalf to notify you of the repudiation of the referenced Inter-Local 
Agreement ("ILA"). The reasons for the repudiation are as follows: 

1. The ILA has never become effective. Pursuant to ,r 17, the ILA was to become 
"effective upon recording," as required by Section 163.01(1)), Florida Staututes. The ILA has not 
been recorded. 

2. While ,r 6 purports to make the ILA "subject to the constitutional and statutory 
retained authority of each" District, it proceeds in ,r 7 to require SHP2, without any discretion, to 
"upon the request to District No. 1, to promptly take all actions, including adopting all required 
resolutions ... to provide for the levy of an annual maintenance assessment to maintain the Master 
Improvements." In effect, the ILA purports to obligate SHP2 to utilize its statutory powers at such 
time and in the manner determined by a separate district, in order to charge its residents with the 
cost of maintaining infrastructure outside of its boundaries. In doing so, it creates a presumption 
of benefit and eliminates the ability of SHP2 to perform its own statutorily authorized functions. 
The ILA does not seek to have multiple governments jointly exercise powers, but rather seeks to 
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have SHP2 surrender its powers to others. Thus, the ILA contains provisions for the delegation of 
powers that would violate Article VIII, Section 4, of the Florda Constitution. Specifically, SHP2 
cannot delegate to another entity the carte blanc he authority to spend SHP2' s funds; each such 
transaction would require specific authority from SHP2' s Board of Supervisors. The lack of a 
term or the ability of SHP2 to opt out of the ILA is fatal and rendered it improper from its inception. 
The result is that the ILA is unenforceable in that it, upon becoming effective, would obligate 
SHP2 to violate the law. 

3. To the extent the ILA may be interpreted to be enforceable, notwithstanding the 
fact that it has not been recorded and contains provisions that are unconstitutional, it is for an 
indefinite term and is, therefore, terminable at will upon written notice. No duration is inferable 
from the ILA's contents and it could conceivably operate in perpetuity. See, Homestead v. Beard, 
600 So. 2d 450, 453-454 (Fla. 1992) ("[C]ontracts in which the courts were unable to construe a 
period of duration from the circumstances surrounding the execution of the agreement and the 
parties would be obligated to perform in perpetuity ... were considered terminable at will in the 
absence of an express provision to the contrary.") The ILA contains no such express provision. 
Accordingly, this letter constitutes such written notice. 

As a result of the above, SHP2 deems the ILA to be either repudiated or terminated, and 
requests that you return to SHP2 all monies paid to you pursuant to the ILA. 

Please be governed accordingly.
